PQ3R Strategy for Reading Comprehension

Preview


-scan the title, headings, pictures, etc.


-gain a general sense of what the passage is about

Question


-predict some questions that might be answered in the passage

-think of some questions you’d like to know the answers to, based on the knowledge of the subject that you already have

-convert titles/headings into questions

Read


-read the whole passage


-jot down notes in margin/on paper


-underline infor that might answer the questions you asked

Reflect


-link together info from each of the sections you read

-think about whether there were similarities and differences between the sections

Recite


-summarize the main points and details


-do this by writing them and then saying them out loud


-use outlines, graphic organizers, word maps, etc.

Review


-think about the main points from the passage


-make sure your questions were answered


-underline some main ideas


-pull it all together
